          It cannot be me, I’m only eleven!

Pete: Oh, mummy dear, what’s wrong with me?
         I cannot stop tears. 
Mummy: I’m sorry, sir, I don’t know you, you may believe.
                Your joke is bad and you should leave!

Сцена 4. Петя бродил по улицам и не заметил, как забрёл в лес на окраине города.
Pete: I’m so unhappy, what happened to me?
         But wait a minute, what can I see?
Narrator: Peter thought his life went phut, 
               At that very moment, he saw an old hut. 
               He looked at the mirror and what did he see?
               A boy and a girl were laughing with joy.
               But very strange was that little boy. 
               His voice was very senile,
               Peter decided to listen a while…

Сцена 5. Диалог между волшебниками. 

Old boy wizard: We did it! We stole their time!
Old girl wizard: Those children were lazy, it’s not a big crime.
Old boy wizard: Now they are old as we used to be,
                           And we are young as you can see.
Old girl wizard: But we should be careful, remember, if those two children find the                       clock and wind the hands back,
They will have youth again and we will be lack.
 Old boy wizard: They won’t find it here, 
                             Don’t worry my dear. 
Pete: Now I see, my aim is to wind the clock and I reach it!
          But first, I must find another child who’s bewitched.

                He saw the boys playing a ball, 
                And nice little girl carrying a doll.
                 He saw children making kites flying, 
                And only one old sad lady was crying. 
Pete: Dear old lady, what’s your name? Don’t cry.
         And tell me your problem, don’t shy. 
Old Lady: I’m Mary, old man, and I’m not old, to tell the truth,
                  I’m eleven, but I lost my youth. 
                  I was lazy, now I’m punished, 
                  My youth and time have vanished!
Pete: I believe you, it’s true, 
         I’m in the same trouble as you!
Old Lady: So we are bewitched both
                 Because we had a great sloth!
Pete: Two evil wizards stole our time.
Old Lady: We must take it back and destroy their regime!
Pete: I know the way we can do it (кряхтит, держится за спину) 
         But first let’s have a sit.
         We must wind the magic clock back, 
         And then their spells will be cracked.

Old boy wizard: Thank us, my dear? (Удивленно)
Pete: Oh, yes, thank you.
         It is so clear!
Mary: You showed us that time doesn’t last forever,
           And we should waste it never!
Wizards: And are not angry with us, are you?
Pete and Mary: No, but you shouldn’t do any more such a blue!
