Тема: Британские газеты. Газеты, которые мы читаем.
Цель: обучение выражению мнения о предпочтениях в чтении газет на основе изученной лексики и прочитанного текста. Развитие навыков понимания речи на слух.
Задачи:
1) способствовать развитию навыков восприятия иноязычной речи на слух, чтения, языковой догадки
2) создать условия для активизации лексики предыдущих уроков в разговоре о газетах
3) создать условия для развития памяти

Предполагаемые результат: к концу урока учащиеся прочитают текст об отношении разных людей к чтению газет и выскажут своё мнение о читаемых газетах в 10 предложениях, используя интеллект-карту, подготовленную учителем.

Ход урока
I. Организационно-мотивационный этап
Hello, everyone. I hope you are fine and ready for the lesson. Today we are going to speak about newspapers. Do you or your friends, family read newspapers?
British people are great newspaper-readers. Some of them read 14 newspapers a week to get the information they need!
Listen to some information about newspapers in Britain and be ready to do an exercise with missing words.
The British are one of the biggest newspaper-reading nations in the world. In addition to the 12 national daily newspapers 9 national Sunday papers are printed in Britain.
There are different types of newspapers: national, local, daily, weekly, Sunday, quality, popular.
Local newspapers give information on different events happening in the local area.
National newspapers are sold all over the country. Most of them express a political opinion.
Daily newspapers are published on every day of the week except Sunday.
Sunday newspapers are larger than daily ones and often have 2 or 3 sections.
The newspapers are divided into two main groups: quality papers and popular papers.
Quality newspapers are broadsheets (known also as «heavies»). They contain a lot of serious articles, covers national news and news about politics, business, science, culture.
Popular newspapers (known as «tabloids») carry a lot of short articles, simple reports on the main news, sensational stories about famous people and many photographs.
The tabloid press is much more popular than the quality press.
“Financial Times”, “The Times”, “The Guardian”, “The Daily Telegraph” are British quality newspapers.
“The Daily Express”, “The Daily Mirror”, “The Daily Mail”, “The Daily Star”, “The Sun” are British tabloids.
