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Формирование навыков иноязычного чтения – одна из основополагающих задач в обучении иностранному языку. Благодаря чтению учащиеся получают возможность овладевать всеми аспектами языка, а именно фонетикой, лексикой, грамматикой, а также постигать глубины культуры и мироощущения людей, говорящих на этом языке.
Одним из основных средств формирования навыков эффективного чтения выступают художественные произведения. Природа литературных творений заключается в их многогранности и богатом языковом и смысловом наполнении. Более того, литературный язык являет собой образец эталонной речи, поэтому художественные произведения учат правильно и красиво выражать мысли на изучаемом языке, а также помогают обогатить речь выразительными и изобразительными средствами, делающими речь яркой и образной.   
Средний этап обучения иностранному языку в школе – время, когда учащимся могут быть предложены несложные аутентичные произведения выдающихся авторов страны изучаемого языка. Для данной работы были отобраны сказки британского писателя Оскара Уайльда, сюжеты, мораль и изобразительные харктеристики которых вызывают большой интерес у читалетей уже многие годы. 
На основании отобранных сказок, а именно “The Nightingale and The Rose” (рус. Соловей и роза), “The Devoted Friend” (рус. Преданный друг), “The Happy Prince” (рус. Счастливый принц), были разработаны упражнения, цель которых – обеспечить учащимся условия для эффективного формирования навыков иноязычного чтения и глубокого понимания прочитанного. Большое внимание в упражнениях было уделено выразительным и изобразительным средствам речи, без должного владения которыми невозможно эффективное овладение иностранным языком. 
В соответствии с условиями современного иноязычного образования необходимо обратить внимание на то, что процесс развития речевой выразительности должен стать неотъемлемой составляющей занятия по иностранному языку. Это значит, что обучающиеся постоянно должны быть включены в процесс развития речевой выразительности в ходе изучения иностранного языка. Помимо этого в процессе работы над упражнениями необходимо обращать внимание школьников на проблемные нравственно-эстетические ситуации, представленные в сказках. При этом важно, чтобы ученики осознанно подходили к рассмотрению подобных ситуаций, самостоятельно осуществляли поиск возможных решений и обращались к собственному опыту. Также это положительно влияет на развитие мотивации учеников и на проявление большего интереса к изучаемому предмету.
