Данная цель предполагает профессионально-ориентированное содержание образования, то есть профессиональную направленность программ СПО при реализации дисциплин.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Поэтому настоящее учебное пособие по английскому языку составлено в соответствии с требованиями Государственного образовательного стандарта среднего профессионального образования и имеет профессиональную направленность. Данное пособие предназначается для студентов педагогических колледжей по специальности «Дошкольное образование». Учебное пособие предполагает владение основами грамматики английского языка, лексическим минимумом в объёме программы СПО, а также навыками говорения.
Цель пособия – совершенствование практических навыков устной и письменной речи по базовым темам программы по иностранному языку для СПО, развитие техники чтения и умения понимать английский текст, содержащий усвоенную ранее лексику и грамматику, развитие коммуникативных навыков студентов, изучающих английский язык, формирование их способности и готовности к межкультурной коммуникации и дальнейшей профессиональной деятельности.
В основу пособия положены следующие принципы: принцип коммуникативной направленности, обеспечивающий реализацию основной цели обучения английскому языку в СПО – развитию иноязычной коммуникативной компетенции; принцип посильности и доступности, принцип профессиональной направленности. Последний и определил отбор учебного материала. В пособии представлены активный тематический вокабуляр, тексты, проекты, квизы, а также детские стихи, рифмовки, загадки, считалки, игры, которые могут быть использованы непосредственно в работе с детьми.
Таким образом, выполняя подобные задания, мы решаем следующие задачи, достигая основополагающей цели:
- повышение языковой компетенции студентов;
- интеграцию в дисциплины общепрофессионального цикла;
- возможность повышения собственного творческого потенциала студентов в выбранной специальности и осознание социальной значимости своей будущей профессии, то есть профессиональную направленность при реализации общеобразовательных дисциплин.
Пособие состоит из девяти разделов, включающих следующие темы: «Окружающая среда и экология», «Животные и птицы в нашей жизни», «Игрушки и игры», «На игровой площадке: оборудование и игры», «Дошкольное образование в России», «Забота о детях дошкольного возраста и их образование в Российской Федерации», «Дошкольное образование в Британии», «Великие педагоги», «Сказки творят чудеса».
Работа над языковым материалом проводится поэтапно:
- работа с предтекстовыми упражнениями;
- чтение и перевод основного текста, контроль понимания прочитанного с помощью вопросов;
- выполнение послетекстовых лексико-грамматических и языковых упражнений, предполагающее парную и групповую работу;
- работа над дополнительным текстом.
Особенность большинства упражнений заключается в том, что они носят творческий характер, способствуют активизации мыслительной деятельности, развитию воображения и общего кругозора обучающихся, и, в конечном итоге, более глубокому усвоению учебного материала.

The World of Nature

People have always affected Nature. But during the last two centuries due to the development of industry human has transformed the environment radically. Satellite observations of the Earth have revealed that 60 per cent of land surface is damaged by industrial, agricultural and other human activities.
The world has over 9 million square km of forests. This is a lot of trees, and also a lot of different species of trees. But they are disappearing fast. In many of our towns there are streets or areas where the names remind us that forests have been cleared to make place for us to live. Every day we see paper and cardboard – both made from wood - being used up. We see different kinds of wood being used in furniture and in other ways. Every year over 100,000 sq. km of forest is so badly damaged that it is very hard for it to recover.
At this rate, by the time you are as old as your grandparents are now, all the forests on earth could be destroyed. In fact, the rate of destruction is increasing, so in only just over thirty years there will be very little forest left in most areas. This includes rainforests in Madagascar, Ecuador, Amazonia, Cameroon, the Himalayas and the Philippines.
Development of industries often means the destruction of the natural habitat of rare plants and insects. The power stations in the UK are responsible for causing acid rain not only in Britain but elsewhere in Europe. More than 450 mln of Britain’s trees are affected by acid rain.
The world is also experiencing a permanent decline in water quality and water availability. In a lot of places water supplies are poisoned with toxic chemicals and nitrates. Waterborne diseases kill 10 million people a year.
Can we preserve the life? Can we preserve the quality of life necessary for future generations? When we are sick we try to take care of ourselves. There is nobody but us, humans, to take care of the Earth that is sick because of our actions. Can we do something? YES, we can. And we are the only life form that is able to destroy our life support system. But we are sensible beings and we can maintain life on Earth for the many generations to come.

You Ask, We Answer

1. Why should I be concerned about the extinction of species? Is it not all part of a natural process?
Our planet is in a state of constant change in which species evolve; some disappear. But this process is something that happens over hundreds of thousands and even millions of years.
The current speed at which species are disappearing, however, is directly connected to the way we are over-exploiting our planet. This is leading to what scientists call: the 6th wave of extinction. The rapid loss of species today is estimated by some experts to be between 100 and 1,000 times higher than the expected natural extinction rate! And this is even a conservative estimate. Some studies estimate current extinction rates as 1,000–11,000 times higher than what would happen naturally.
Unlike mass extinction events, which involve major geological events, the current extinction phenomenon is caused by a single species: humans.
2. But why and how are we causing species to decline so fast?
The greatest threats to species and the places where they live are: habitat loss, human-animal conflict, climate change, invasive species, and pollution.
Some species are impacted by only one of these factors, while others are hit by a combination of them.
3. What species are most endangered?
We get asked this a lot. And we sometimes answer: the one that just went extinct while you were reading this text.
And we say this because species conservation is not just about saving a single individual species. It is about thinking about the broader context.
For example, when we seek your help to save marine turtles, we need to: secure the beaches where they lay eggs, protect the oceans where they feed, guarantee the livelihood of people who depend on them.
4. Is there any good news about species?
In fact, yes! Many species can rebound if provided adequate protection and habitat. Some major success examples are: pandas in China, African rhinos. We can also list tigers in the Russian Far East, the bald eagle in North America and many others. Some whale populations, such as the blue whale, nearly hunted to extinction at the turn of the 20th century, are slowly rebounding after the global hunting ban in 1986.
5. How can I help save species?
The examples above demonstrate how we can work together to find alternative and more sustainable ways of living.
This is how some organization work and we believe that a global effort where everyone has a role to play is the best approach on how we can protect and recover species and their habitats.

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The 21st Century Save Our Animals Project

Introduction
Your group has been chosen by a confederation of wildlife organizations to help in their global 21stcentury campaign promoting greater awareness about the growing threat to endangered species, the environment, and to human beings around the world.
Task
In teams of three, you are to find an endangered animal that you would like to work towards saving and create a colorful, interesting, and informative poster that could be placed in parks, schools, and communities to draw attention to environmental issues and your animal’s threat of extinction.
Before you can create the posters, you will need to develop a better understanding of the threat to endangered species, particularly the problems, causes, potential solutions, and potentially disastrous effects to the world and humanity if this species were to die off and leave the world forever.
To do this, you will first need to do general research on the topic of endangered species and then select an animal species that you would like to help. As part of this process, you will have to fill out an Endangered Species Profile student sheet on the animal and present it with your completed poster to the class. When all posters are finished, the group can decide whether to post them in the community or to send them as a group to a wildlife organization for possible use in its worldwide publicity campaigns. These profiles should include basic information about the animal, important facts and statistics about its status, and recommendations on effective ways to get the world’s attention about this dying species.
Process & Resources
1. Read over your Endangered Species Profile student sheet to determine what kind of information your team will be required to find about the animal you choose.
Consider the “Art” of Advertising: 
Since posters are a form of advertising, it is important to approach your project thinking about what will be the most interesting and effective way to reveal your endangered animal to the public. Since the endangered species problem is essentially about life and death, you may want your posters and profiles to include eye-opening statistics and other related scientific data. You may also decide to simply appeal to your audience’s emotions by presenting some sad or affecting aspects about your special animal. Though presenting basic facts and statistics is effective, it seems that gaining the public’s often-distracted attention about this very serious and dangerous matter calls for more creative approaches.
2. Go to student sheet and research the two primary websites for this project. The first, “Species at Risk” (http://www.sararegistry.gc.ca/default_e.cfm.) The second resource, Animal Info – “World’s Rarest Mammals”.
 (http://www.animalinfo.org/rarest.htm), is a list of over 30 endangered mammals. Come up with a list of 3 or 4 mammals you would like to help. Your teacher will help you choose one mammal for your poster and profile. This website should be your primary source of information for your profiles, posters, and presentations.
3. To create the poster, your team will need a large sheet of paper, pencils, markers, tape, and other related materials. The posters must present the following information:
 Both common and scientific names of animal
 Brief description of its habitat
 Description of the main reason why the animal is endangered
 Drawing or pictures of the animal

She goes to the kitchen, closes the door and we speak to each other. Sometimes I take one radio for a walk and another one is left with my mother. These walkie-talkies can be used to communicate in Morse code.
When the weather is dull and rainy I play my children’s designer “Young physicist”. It consists of plastic and metal parts, microchips, led lamps and many other interesting details. Using the instruction and connecting the details you can compile a radio, a light-music, a ventilator. Also I have a large box with Lego details. Sometimes I play it together with my sister. We like to make cars, planes and houses. I have Lego railways with a train, too. This train runs on batteries and its speed can be regulated.
I have several board games to spend evenings together with my family and friends. My favourite one is “Activity”. The essence of the game is to show in signs the word written on the card to your partner. The second game that I like to play is “Jackal”. This game is a form of a classic walker with interesting scenario. “Monopoly” is also among my favorites. We can spend more than two hours playing it. There are some board games that even my granny likes. These games include questions on history and difficult logical tasks.
I have a lot of toys for outdoor time spending. I have a gun with plastic bullets and a bow with arrows. I have a boomerang and a Frisbee. My sister and I even have a buggy. It travels 15 km per hour and is equipped with a music player. And, of course I have a soccer ball, badminton rackets and so on.
When my mother and farther are busy, I have to play with Dasha. She is five years old. Her favourite toys are ponies. She has ponies of different colors and sizes. She has a big pony cycle. She has plush and plastic ponies. She has a pony house, a pony car and a merry-go-round for ponies. More than that, she has pony-dolls. They look like Barbie dolls but have ears and tails.
I enjoy playing computer games but I am allowed to do it just half an hour after my homework. I have a notebook and iPad. It seems to me that I have more than one hundred games to play.
This autumn I will celebrate my birthday. I will be 11 years old. I am sure that my friends from school and relatives will give me new toys. My farther asks me what I want to get but I am not sure at the present moment. My dream is to get a 3d printer, but it is too expensive.

Keep Yourself Safe

You can still have lots of fun with your friends even if you are nearly a teenager, if you have an adult there!
Of course you can look after yourself, but it is good to have someone who can help if you are being bullied by other kids.
Sometimes there may be an adult at the playground who seems all friendly and wants to give drinks and lollies, or help you on the equipment – but be careful. Some adults like to harm kids. Having an adult you trust with you will help to keep you safe.
Be sensible. If you get really giggly, stay away from the equipment for a while until you calm down. Otherwise someone – and it could be you – might get hurt.
Sometimes bigger kids want to take over the playground and may think it’s fun to bully other kids. Ask an adult for help or leave the playground then tell someone what happened when you get home.

Safety on the Playground for Children

The best way to be safe at a playground is to have an adult with you so that you can get help if you need it.
Adults can see that you are safe.
They can help you if other kids are playing in an unsafe way– like running up the slippery dip when you are trying to slide down.
They can help if you suddenly get scared on some high equipment.
They can push you on swings and see-saws!
They can help you if you get hurt.
Watch out for danger
Kids at playgrounds like to run from one exciting ride to another.
Take care that:
- playground you watch where you’re going – being hit by a swing can really hurt; 
- you play safely on the equipment;
- you don’t jump off moving equipment;
- you don’t push anyone’
- you watch out for little kids and encourage them to play on the little equipment that is there for them’
- you don’t dig in sandpits with your hands just in case there is something under the sand that could hurt you;
- you put any rubbish into the bin.

Pre-school Education in Russia

What do you know about preschool education in our country? Is it compulsory?
The Russian schooling system begins at the age of six when children attend primary school, but many parents choose to send their youngsters to preschools, nurseries or kindergartens to prepare them for the education system.
Preschools accept children from the age of two and a half and some nurseries and kindergartens from a younger age – around 18 months old.
Most preschools in Russia are open from 7.30 am until 6.00 pm. In addition, some will offer a late pick-up service up to 7.00 pm to help accommodate the needs of working parents.
In the day nurseries children learn the ABCs of reading, writing and counting. Children are divided into three age groups: 3-5 year-olds, 5-6 year-olds and 6 year-olds. In the form of games children learn not only to read, write and count but also to draw, design simple things, sing and dance.

Reading: Kindergarten

In kindergarten, children begin to grow as independent readers and become more familiar and comfortable with reading. Reading is intertwined into the daily life of your kindergartner. A kindergarten classroom is full of words and labeled objects. Kids read and talk about books, and read the day’s schedules, class letters, songs and poems throughout the day.
In order to build reading skills, your kindergartner:
 Learns all of the letters of the alphabet (upper case and lower case) and their sounds.
 Begins to “read” books himself, mainly from memorization.
 Recognizes several basic sight words such as “I”, “my”, “you”, “is” and “are”.
 Reads and listens to stories and then talks about stories, their plots, characters and events.
 Follows words from left to right, top to bottom, and page by page.
 Recognizes and can produce rhyming words.
 Adds or substitutes individual sounds in simple, one-syllable words to make new words. For example, replaces the “C” in “Cat” with an “R” to create the word “Rat.”
Reading Activities
Read and Repeat: Have your child “read” her favorite book to you, using her memory, associations and clues from the pictures.
Alphabet Books: Use drawings or pictures from magazines to create an alphabet book which has a letter and an object that begins with that letter on each page.
Fill in the Blank: When you read a favorite picture book to your child and you come across a short word that rhymes or is familiar to your child because he knows the book very well, stop and let him say the word. Point to the word as he says it and spell it out.
Act it Out: Act out parts of or the whole story of your child’s favorite and well-known books.

Writing: Kindergarten

In kindergarten your child really begins to grow as a writer. Kindergartners start to write words, (often using their own creative or invented spellings), and even write their own books and stories about their lives and what they’ve learned. Creative or invented spelling is a crucial part of developing writing skills. Using this method, your child spells words using the letters and sounds he hears. This is an important part of your child’s writing development as he gains a deeper understanding of letters, words and their sounds. In addition, most of the words your kindergartner learns to spell correctly are one syllable words which often follow the pattern of CVC, or CONSONANT, VOWEL, CONSONANT. For example, “Cat”, “Big”, or “Rug”. And of course, the reading that your kindergartner does is directly connected to developing his writing and literacy skills.
In order to build writing skills, your kindergartner:
 Writes uppercase and lowercase letters.
Writes his/her name.
Writes some letters and words when they are dictated.
Uses invented or creative spelling to write a variety of words.
Uses conventional spelling to write some words (CVC and basic sight words).
 Writes, Draws and Dictates about a variety of topics, including his opinion, a description of something or a moment or event in his life.
Writing Activities
Label Things: Create labels with your child for different objects in your house. For example, different books, places for toys, foods or objects in the kitchen, or clothes. You or your child can write the names of the objects and your child can draw a picture to go along with it.
Guessing Games: Draw a picture and have your child guess the spelling of that word. Give your child a few letters in a word. For example show your child “_AT,” and ask him to make as many words as he can with it.
Create a Photo Album: When you take pictures of events or people ask your child to label the picture. Glue the picture to a piece of a paper so your child can write a description of the event, what happened, who was there, etc. If other people were involved in the event send them a copy!
Have a Letter Treasure Hunt: When you are in the car, at home or in the store, ask your child to find certain uppercase and lower case letters. She can keep a list of all the letters she finds and she can write them down as she finds them.

7. Carry on passing the pen around until someone decides to finish the story (or if you are in a hurry to finish, indicate that you want them to finish off the story in some way – discuss such signals with the class before you begin).

Kindergarten Curriculum

Kindergarten is the grade which bridges children’ preschool educations with their future elementary school learning. There is still plenty of playing, singing and crafts in kindergarten but it is often balanced with more rigorous writing, reading and math lessons. Kindergartners also continue to learn and get used to the routines of school, how to work in groups and how to be a successful student.
The expectations for what students should achieve and specifically, whether they should know how to read and write by the end of kindergarten, varies across schools. Consult with your child’s school and teacher for details regarding their specific philosophies and curriculum.
Kindergarten classrooms are often organized by centers or areas which are divided by different subjects and different types of play. For example, a typical kindergarten classroom may have the following centers: reading, arts and crafts, building and math toys, and a pretend play area. The school day is structured with both time for free play, during which children can choose which centers to play in, as well as structured scheduled lessons devoted to each subject.
Research has shown that participants in full-day kindergartens often achieve higher standardized test scores in the future and generally excel in school. In addition, they develop strong social skills as they engage in more child-to-child interactions and develop their interpersonal skills.

Early Childhood Care and Education in the
Russian Federation

The public pre-school education in Russia began in the mid-nineteenth century. The birth and development of home and public pre-school education in the country is connected with St Petersburg and the history of the Russian State University. There were courses for the training of women teachers for kindergartens and families and lectures were given on pre-school education.
Nowadays the pre-school education system is a multifunctional network of preschool education establishments. They are oriented towards the needs of society and offered a variety of education services which take into account the particular needs of age groups and individuals in child development. At present the Russian Federation has about 58,000 pre-school education establishments attended by more than 5,5 million children.
The main tasks of pre-school education establishments are:
• to provide for the development of children’s intellect and personality;
• to protect children’s lives and strengthen their health;
• to make the necessary corrections in child development;
• to acquaint children with values common to all humanity;
• to interact with families so as to ensure the fully development of children.
Pre-school education establishments are different in forms and categories. But most of them have their permanent staff and additional teachers specializing in one field or another. Pre-school education establishments are divided into:
• kindergartens;
• kindergartens prioritizing one or several directions of child development (intellectual, artistic, physical, etc.);
• kindergartens of the compensatory type prioritizing skilled correction in children’s physical and psychological development;
• combined kindergartens which can include general development, compensatory and health improvement groups in various combinations;
• child development centres-kindergartens which stress the physical and psychological development, correction and health improvement of all children attending, etc.
Pre-school education establishments and full-day kindergarten attendance (10.5 to 12 hours) remain the basic form of pre-school education, but new forms of non-state pre-school education have appeared: Sunday kindergartens, family kindergartens, short-stay children’s groups, development groups and family education centres and some others. Supplementary education offers still more education services for pre-school age children.

Innovative Projects in the Field of Pre-school and Primary Education
in Russia

Russia has a network of experimental playgrounds of various levels at which innovative processes are being developed. A great number of these playgrounds have been organized at pre-school education establishments.
The projects can be divided into two groups. The first group comprises projects which are adaptations of existing innovation programmes to the conditions of specific education establishments (for example, various kinds of projects for setting up education establishments of the “kindergarten-school” type).
The second group comprises projects based on the modernization of existing programmes and their improvement and development (for example, ideas behind the Montessori Method in modern kindergartens; the building of a developing environment in various kinds of pre-school education establishment). These education system projects are interesting because of their new methods of resolving problems which may be used on quite a large scale.
The changes which have taken place in the pre-school education sphere in Russia over the past 15 years have become widespread.

First Steps

“It’s not just keeping them amused,” says one teacher of pre-school teaching, “it’s where the first age of education begins.” Around half of 3-and 4-years-olds in Britain receive nursery education, and many other children attend pre-school playgroups, mostly organized by parents. Children of nursery age need care as well as education, however, and it is not just their mental requirements, but social, emotional and physical needs that must be met. In local authority nursery schools, qualified teachers, usually primary teachers with a nursery teaching qualification, work alongside helpers and nursery nurses to achieve this.
Of course, parents play a key role in educating nursery-age children as one nursery teacher acknowledges: “A child in a nursery can be very different to a child at home, so I involve parents as much as I can. This helps in observing particular children and monitoring their development.”

Keeping Parents in the Picture

It’s a system which concentrates on the children, but doesn’t forget the parents. The Parent’s Charter was published in 1991, to enable them to make more informed decisions about their children’s education. It means that parents will receive regular information about the way their child’s school is performing; including a summary of a recent inspection report of the school, as well as their child is progressing.

Maria Montessori lived between 1870 and 1952. She was an Italian educator who has left her mark on education today. Her Montessori Method of education is widely used all round the world. Many educationalists say it is the best system for child education. Montessori was also a doctor, philosopher and philanthropist. She was nominated for the Nobel Peace Prize three times for her work.
Montessori was the first woman to graduate from the University of Rome’s Medical School. She trained as a psychiatrist and was interested in educating the “mentally retarded” and others with learning difficulties. She had great success when her class of “problematic” 8-year-olds had above-average scores in state reading and writing tests. This was described as “the first Montessori miracle.”
Hearing about Maria’s achievements, Rome’s government asked her to start her own children’s school. In 1907, the Casa del Bambini opened in a poor neighbourhood of Rome. Montessori experimented with a philosophy she called “spontaneous self-development”, which meant letting children develop and learn at their own pace. Her methods once again met with great success. More schools opened and she gained worldwide fame.
Montessori was exiled from Italy because she refused to allow her schools to turn children into soldiers. She lived in Spain until the Spanish Civil War broke out in 1936. In 1939 she moved to India and spent ten years working on training courses, which are still seen as innovative today. She traveled the world lecturing until her death in 1952.

Konstantin D. Ushinsky was in the fullest sense of the word the founder of the Russian primary school and pedagogical training for teachers. His contribution to Russian education was great. Ushinsky’s pedagogical ideas outstripped his time in many ways and were implemented only after his death. His works are not only of historical value today but greatly assist the course of the genuinely people’s education that was the lifetime dream of the outstanding pedagogue, patriot and citizen.
Ushinsky was born in 1834 in Chernigov gubernia (region) in the family of a well-to-do landowner. He learned very early to study independently and, after making a fine record in the gymnasium, Ushinsky was enrolled in Moscow University at the age of 16. He graduated from the University with high honors when he was 20 years old. Two years later, despite his youth, Ushinsky was appointed Professor of Jurisprudence at the Demidov Lyceum in Yaroslavl. His lectures were an immediate success for they were based upon his already considerable erudition. It was then that Ushinsky started criticizing the present educational system in Russia and was forbidden by the Ministry of Education to teach even in elementary school.
In 1855 many teachers who had lost work before could find jobs again. In 1859 Ushinsky was appointed inspector at Smolny Institute in St. Petersburg. In 1860 Ushinsky became editor of the Journal of the Ministry of Education and in two years completely changed its character. Under his editorship its focus was centered upon real problems of teaching, theories of pedagogy and psychology, accounts of educational activities and criticism of current pedagogical literature. Ushinsky’s name became popularly known throughout Russia and at the end of his three years of work there he was already well-known as one of the foremost teachers and guides of educational movement in Russia.
Ushinsky was not only concerned with Russian affairs but was a devout patriot. One of the basic principles of his pedagogical system is the inculcation of a feeling of patriotism in the young people. In his early articles he expressed this view and never changed his basic concept that “education must be based on patriotism”. Ushinsky thought that this could be done best with the help of native language, taught at school. “Rodnoe Slovo” (Native Word) was one of his most famous works.
Ushinsky believed that education should devote itself primarily to the formation of character. According to Ushinsky, “life without serious work can be neither worthy nor happy”. Ushinsky underlined the personal influence of the teacher as an educational force. Ushinsky was interested in foreign educational systems. He made trips to Germany, Switzerland, France, Italy and Belgium to observe school organization there. He analyzed merits and defects of foreign educational systems comparing them with actual conditions in Russia.
After coming back to Russia from abroad in 1867 Ushinsky devoted his energies to St. Petersburg Pedagogical Society. He traveled, lectured, held conferences and continued his research work.

Reading and discussion
The Profession of a Nursery School Instructor

Almost all of us went to some pre-school institution in our childhood. It’s where the first age of education begins for children. In the day nurseries children learn the ABCs of reading, writing and counting. Children are divided into three age groups: 3- 5-year-olds, 5-6-year-olds and 6-year-olds. In the form of games, the children learn not only to read, write and count, but also to draw and paint, design simple things, sing and dance. That’s why a nursery school instructor is not only an educator but a primary teacher with a nursery teaching qualification. There is a special department at our college where nursery school instructors are trained.
The instructor works six hours a day. Usually the working day begins rather early. Every instructor meets children of her group. When everybody arrives, the daily programme starts: first come morning exercises, then breakfast and after that children have their classes. There is one day when a special teacher comes - this is for music classes.
Classes do not last more than half an hour because children are soon tired and want to get on to other things. So the instructor takes them out-of-doors for two or three hours if the weather is fine. They run about as much as they like and return to kindergarten with rosy cheeks and good appetite. After lunch there is a rest period. After rest children listen to a story or a fairy tale, read by the instructor. Then they go into a courtyard again, where they are collected by their parents.
Instructors of all nursery schools hold conferences to discuss the problems of their work. To be a good instructor one needs to know the children’s physiology and psychology, to study their behavior carefully, and probably to make notes of his or her tastes and habits. In this case you will be able to answer all questions of the young mothers and share your experiment. This helps in observing particular children and monitoring their development. Besides, you should read special literature and have close contacts with the children’s parents who play a key role in educating nursery-age children.
Children of nursery age need care as well as education. So you should be very kind and patient with your pupils.

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Fairy Tales

Fairy tales are classic fictional stories with a moral or lesson and usually have a happy or fairy tale ending. They usually take place in a faraway land and include one or more make-believe characters such as: princesses, princes, and fairies, goblins, talking animals, mythical animals, giants, trolls, and elves, humans with special or magical powers.
The stories are usually far-fetched and are very attractive to young children since they are easy to understand and can identify with the characters. Shorter tales usually have fewer characters and the morals are usually simple:
Good triumphs over evil.
Beauty is in the eye of the beholder.
Don’t be greedy.
Don’t take things at face value.
Be careful what you wish.
Stay away from strangers.
The origin of the fairy tale is a bit difficult to trace. They do go back thousands of years and can be found all over the world and in all cultures. Early fairy tales were written for adults as well as children. They can also be classified as folk tales and were told orally long before they were written down and published. Today, fairy tales have taken on a completely new genre, as they are not only available in book form, but filmed as well. The majority of these movies or short films are created specifically toward children. Popular fairy tale authors include: Hans Christian Anderson, The Brothers Grimm, Charles Perrault, etc.

Lewis Carroll

Lewis Carroll was the pen-name of Charles L. Dodgson, the man who wrote a famous book for children “Alice’s Adventures in Wonderland”. Charles L. Dodgson was born in England in 1832. He got his early education at a public school. Then he became a student at Oxford. Charles studied mathematics and later taught this subject in the same college. Charles Dodgson had no family, but he loved children very much. He often visited his friend, who had a large family. There were three little girls in the family. One of them Alice, was four years old.
Dodgson liked Alice very much and he often told her interesting stories which he made up himself. Charles told Alice Liddell about the adventure of a little girl, and she liked the stories very much. When Alice Liddell was about ten years old, she asked Charles to write down the stories for her, and he did so. He called the heroine of his book also Alice. This hand-written book had many pictures made by Charles himself. They were not very good pictures but the children liked them. One day a friend of the Liddells, a writer, came to see the family. He saw the hand-written book made by Charles Dodgson and began to read it with great interest. So he said that all the children in England could read the story.
Charles decided to publish the book but he did not want to do it under his own name. So he took the pen-name of Lewis Carroll. The book came out in 1865 and all the people who read it liked it very much. Later the book was published in the United States, in France and in Germany. The first Russian translation of “Alice’s Adventures in Wonderland” came out in 1923. In England the book was published very many times during the author's life and you can always find it in the bookshops nowadays. “Alice’s Adventures in Wonderland” is still a favourite both children’s and adults’ book.

Some Facts about Lewis Carroll
● Read some trivia about the mathematician-turned-children’s author.
 He wrote 11 books on mathematics, and 12 works of literary fiction.
 Carroll had his productivity down to a science: he could write 20 words a minute, a page of 150 words in seven and a half minutes, and 12 pages in two and a half hours.
 “Alice’s Adventures in Wonderland” has been translated into more than 70 languages.
 Carroll first told the story of Alice to the Liddell girls on July 4, 1862, while Independence Day was being celebrated across the pond.
 The Cheshire [´ʧeʃə(r)] cat was inspired by cheese molds [məʊld] (форма, шаблон) from the Cheshire county in England, a dairy-rich area, where “grinning like a Cheshire cat” was a popular phrase, possibly because cats would have been so happy to live in a land of abundant [ə´bʌndənt] (богатая) dairy farms. Cheese makers in the area molded the cheese with a cat’s grinning (ухмыляющийся, широко улыбающийся) face, and sliced from the back, so that the cat would slowly disappear and the last part consumed was the head.
