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Тема: Современные экологические проблемы

Методическая цель урока: демонстрация методов и приемов использования ИКТ и технологии контекстного обучения в процессе изложения нового материала и закрепления пройденного, направленные на активизацию мыслительной и познавательной деятельности обучающихся.

Длительность: 45 минут.
Цель занятия: формирование у обучающихся экологического мировоззрения и способности оценивать состояние окружающей природной среды с позиции охраны окружающей среды на английском языке.
Задачи занятия:
Обучающая: изучение нового материала по теме «Экологические проблемы»; совершенствование навыков чтения, письма и говорения; совершенствование лексических навыков.
Развивающая: повышение уровня мотивации к изучению английского языка; развитие памяти, воображения и логического мышления.
Воспитательная: способствовать развитию чувства ответственности и бережного отношения к природе; формировать умение работать в коллективе.
Тип занятия: комбинированный
Средства обучения: техническое оборудование для просмотра видеоматериала, видеоролик по теме, раздаточный материал.

Введение

Главной  задачей  данного занятия  является формирование  экологического  мировоззрения  будущих  специалистов, которое  позволит  им  профессионально  анализировать  и  оценивать собственную  производственную  деятельность  в  отношении  к  окружающей
природной среде и принимать экологически обоснованные решения.

Ход занятия
I. Организационный этап
Обучающиеся занимают свои места.
Деятельность преподавателя:  Приветствие: Good afternoon, dear boys and girls, dear guests! I’m glad to see you at our lesson. It is not usual, it has a special theme that is very important nowadays. I would like to show you a video and you should guess the topic of our conference. (10 minutes)

Деятельность преподавателя: We chose this topic because 2017 is the year of the environment. And the name of our conference is “Young environmentalists”.
Today we will discuss some ecological problems. What does word “ecology” mean? (студенты отвечают на вопрос).
Well, ecology – is a science of how living things are related to their environment. Many people are concerned about our ecology today. The development of sciences, industry and chemistry has made the pollution of our nature a global problem which should be solved by all means. (5 minutes)
III. Основная часть
Деятельность преподавателя: As if you understand the topic I want to give you the first task. And want to remark: for each completed task the team is given a chip. At the end of the lesson, we will summarize recruited by counting the number of chips and identify the winner. Pay attention to our guests. They have chips too. At the end of the lesson we’ll hear their opinions and they can give their chips the team which will be the best. The task is: you should guess the kind of pollution using the word tips (5 minutes)

 (15 minutes)

Деятельность преподавателя:  I want to say thank you for this job. But our jury has a right to present their chips the team which they like most. (5 minutes)

Раздаточный материал:
Card 1
Any form of precipitation that contains high levels of nitric and sulfuric acids. It can also occur in the form of snow, fog, and tiny bits of dry material that settle to Earth. Generally has a pH between 4.2 and 4.4. The biggest sources are coal-burning power plants, factories, and automobiles. When humans burn fossil fuels, sulfur dioxide (SO2) and nitrogen oxides (NOx) are released into the atmosphere. Those air pollutants react with water, oxygen, and other substances to form airborne sulfuric and nitric acid.
Card 2
Over the last century, the forest cover around the globe has been significantly compromised, leaving the green cover down to an all-time low of about 30 percent. According to the United Nations Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO), an estimated 18 million acres (7.3 million hectares) of forest are lost each year.


Card 3
Habitat loss—driven primarily by human expansion as we develop land for housing, agriculture, and commerce—is the biggest threat facing most animal species, followed by hunting and fishing. Even when habitat is not lost entirely, it may be changed so much that animals cannot adapt.; -Most species face multiple threats. Some can adapt to us; others will vanish.

Card 4
Scientists use “climate change” when describing the complex shifts now affecting our planet’s weather and climate systems—in part because some areas actually get cooler in the short term.Climate change encompasses not only rising average temperatures but also extreme weather events, shifting wildlife populations and habitats, rising seas, and a range of other impacts.

Card 5
Air pollution is most common in large cities where emissions from many different sources are concentrated. Sometimes, mountains or tall buildings prevent air pollution from spreading out. This air pollution often appears as a cloud making the air murky. It is called smog. The word "smog" comes from combining the words "smoke" and "fog."

Card 6
Releasing inadequately treated wastewater into natural water bodies can lead to degradation aquatic ecosystems. In turn, this can lead to public health problems for people living downstream. They may use the same polluted river water for drinking or bathing or irrigation. This is the leading worldwide cause of death and disease, e.g. due to water-borne diseases.

Card 7
Every single person in the world produces some form of rubbish each and every day, and with the rising population, this means that there is physically more rubbish than ever before that needs to be removed and disposed of properly. The World Counts explains that, the global population has dumped over 500 million tons of waste.

Ecological Problems
Since ancient times Nature has served Man, being the source of his life. For thousands of years people lived in harmony with environment and it seemed to them that natural riches were unlimited. But with the development of civilization man's interference in nature began to increase.
Large cities with thousands of smoky industrial enterprises appear all over the world today. The by-products of their activity pollute the air we breathe, the water we drink, the land we grow grain and vegetables on.
Every year world industry pollutes the atmosphere with about 1000 million tons of dust and other harmful substances. Many cities suffer from smog. Vast forests are cut and burn in fire. Their disappearance upsets the oxygen balance. As a result some rare species of animals, birds, fish and plants disappear forever, a number of rivers and lakes dry up.
The pollution of air and the world's ocean, destruction of the ozone layer is the result of man's careless interaction with nature, a sign of the ecological crises.
The most horrible ecological disaster befell Ukraine and its people after the Chernobyl tragedy in April 1986. About 18 percent of the territory of Byelarus were also polluted with radioactive substances. A great damage has been done to the agriculture, forests and people's health. The consequences of this explosion at the atomic power-station are tragic for the Ukrainian, Byelorussian and other nations.
Environmental protection is of a universal concern. That is why serious measures to create a system of ecological security should be taken.
Some progress has been already made in this direction. As many as 159 countries — members of the UNO — have set up environmental protection agencies. Numerous conferences have been held by these agencies to discuss problems facing ecologically poor regions including the Aral Sea, the South Urals, Kuzbass, Donbass, Semipalatinsk and Chernobyl.
An international environmental research centre has been set up on Lake Baikal. The international organisation Greenpeace is also doing much to preserve the environment.
 But these are only the initial steps and they must be carried onward to protect nature, to save life on the planet not only for the sake of the present but also for the future generations.
