· тренировать навыки аудирования и монологической речи.
Развивающая:
· развитие аудитивных, грамматических и лексических навыков, языковых способностей учащихся, умения самостоятельной работы, творческого мышления, готовности к коммуникации;
· развитие интереса учащихся к изучению английского языка.
Воспитывающая:
· прививать интерес к культуре, традициям, достопримечательностям англоязычных стран.
· воспитывать умение работать в коллективе, группе, паре.
Оборудование:
· карточки с предложениями, словами;
· карточки с вопросами викторины;
· тесты;
· таблички с номерами от 1 до 6 для каждой команды;
· карточки с заданиями;
· картинки и фотографии с изображением достопримечательностей Лондона;
· мультимедиа-проектор (презентации достопримечательностей Лондона).
Форма работы: групповая.
План урока:
1. Организационный момент. Приветствие. Представление команд, жюри.
2. Фонетическая разминка.
3. Викторина.
4. Подведение итогов. Слово жюри. Награждение команд – победителей.

Ход урока.
1. Организационный момент.
Т: Good morning, my friends! We have spoken much about places of interest of London. Today we will have the “London. Sightseeing.” quiz. You should be very attentive today and each team will get a point for the correct answer. Let’s start our lesson!

3. The Quiz. (Викторина)
T: Samuel Johnson said: “When a man is tired of London, he is tired of life; for there is in London all that life can afford”. Today, more than 200 years later, Johnson’s words still ring true. There are few places that offer such a variety of sights, entertainments, educational and business opportunities, world famous museums and theaters.
Now the 1st task
T: I want you to listen to my stories. I shall describe different places of interest of London. You can see the numbers of them on the blackboard and you will use the cards with the appropriate numbers on your desks.
The stories:
1. There are many old and new beautiful parks in London. This park is the largest one. It is one of the most popular places of Londoners during the hot summer days. The park is famous for its Speaker’s Corner. (Hyde Park.)
2. It is a wonderful building. The Queen Victoria Memorial is situated in front of it. It takes you ten minutes to get from this building to Trafalgar Square, which is the centre of London. The Queen of Great Britain lives there. (Buckingham Palace.)
3. It is more than nine hundred years old. There are many monuments and statues there, many English kings and queens are buried there. It is famous for the Poet’s Corner. It is one of the most famous and beautiful churches in London. This church has two tall towers. (Westminster Abbey.)
4. It is a long grey building with towers. The large clock in one of the towers is known as “Big Ben”. You can hear the sound of “Big Ben” every hour in London. The clock and the bell got their names after Sir Benjamin Hall. The members of the British Parliament work in this building. (The Houses of Parliament.)
